Potatoes. Medium sized specimens are the best, equally matched, with shallow eyes and              free  from  skin blemishes caused by pests, diseases and careless handling, Potatoes are                                  usually  shown arranged   on a plate.

Onions should be cleaned & all scale leaves trimmed off but do not skin them down to the        under skins. Tops must be folded over and tied with raffia or fine string. Onions may be             shown standing  on  cardboard collars.

Beans should be straight and young, brittle when snapped and of even shape and size.
Tomatoes should be ripe and of even colour, plus stalk or calyx.
Carrots & Beetroot should have leaves trimmed & avoid forked roots, Match vegetables    when  possible, they should be clean and free from blemishes
Cucumber/Courgettes should be dark green, the stalk end should be fully developed             and well shaped
Apples & Plums should not have the bloom removed by wiping or polishing the fruits,     Apples need  not be ripe, Fruits should have stalks but not foliage.
Flowers should be arranged in a water filled container. Blooms should not be touching.
Jams, Chutneys, etc  jars should be full up, clean and have a new snap-on plastic lid or           new screw tops,  Chutneys should be mature, dates when made please
Handicrafts, Materials should not be washed unless pre-shrinking is required.                            All materials should be  new,   state if your own design

 Cakes & Pastries should be covered and displayed on a doily,
Children’s classes must be all their own work.

Pattern  - Any pattern is fine as long as its a tight knit so little fingers and toes cannot get caught up,

           4 Eggs
           125g ( 4oz ) caster sugar, plus extra for sprinkling
           125g ( 4oz ) self raising Flour
            Icing Sugar for sprinkling
            4 tbsp of raspberry jam
            23 X 33cm  ( 9 X 13 ) Swiss roll tin 
1, lightly butter the tin, line with lightly buttered baking parchment ,  2, put eggs& sugar into a bowl & whisk together at high speed, till pale & thick, 3, Sift Flour into egg mix,, fold gently but thoroughly,
4, Turn mix into tin & tilt  to spread evenly right to corners, 5, Bake in oven 220 ( fan 200c gas 7 ) for 10 mins until sponge is golden & starting to shrink,  6, invert the sponge on parchment which has been sprinkled with caster sugar, peel off the parchment & trim the edges of the sponge, 7, Roll the sponge & parchment together leave to stand for 2 – 3 minutes, 8, unroll and remove the parchment, spread with warm Jam & roll again, wrap lightly in parchment & leave to cool, unwrap & dust with icing sugar
